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We have lots of news about how we have agreed to spend PTA funds this
term. The children may have told you that new play markings have been
added to the playground to join the Netball courts that were added earlier this
year.

In December we agreed to fund:-

= £500 for the triangular planter over the muddy corner of the playground
(Request from Mrs Forsyth)

= £2000 to support MultiCultural Arts Week activities (Request from Mrs
London)

= £500 for a golden anniversary mosaic to which all children will contribute
(Request from Mrs London)

And at our most recent committee meeting we also agreed funding for:-

= £30 for sound sensitive Disco lights to improve PTA discos. (Sue Watts)
